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BREAST CANCER DETECTION AND MANAGEMENT (CHAPTER 12)
· The focus of this chapter is on the performance of governments in managing two key health issues: breast cancer and mental health. This fact sheet focuses on the performance of governments in detecting and managing breast cancer.
· Governments spent around $139 million on breast cancer screening through BreastScreen Australia in 2005-06 compared with $124 million in 2004-05 (in 2005-06 dollars) (table 12A.6). Over 857 000 women aged 40 years or over were screened by BreastScreen Australia in 2006, compared with 835 000 in 2002 (p. 12.10).
Objectives of breast cancer detection and management
· The objectives for breast cancer detection and management are to reduce morbidity and mortality attributable to breast cancer, and to improve the quality and duration of life of women with breast cancer in a manner that is equitable and efficient.
